Family Project Grants

• Children must enroll as 4-H members through their local extension office.
• Eligible 4-H member can only apply for one 4-H project and one 4-H camp grant per year.
• Grant funds are for the purpose of starting or enhancing a 4-H project during the 4-H year such as purchasing a camera, craft supplies, clothing, feed, equipment, etc.
• Eligible 4-H member may request funds for supplies and equipment needed for participating in a pet or livestock project; however, funds are not available for the purchase of pets or livestock.
• Grant funding cannot include meal expenses.
• Items and supplies purchased from grant funding for 4-H project become the property of the eligible 4-H member.
• Liability, maintenance and warranty of the items and supplies purchased become the responsibility of the eligible 4-H member.
